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Urban heat islands and poor air quality
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Green infrastructure and parks can cool surrounding
neighborhoods by providing shade and creating a gap
in hot surfaces like pavement. Trees and urban canopy
also filter air pollutants, which can cause respiratory
diseases such as asthma. This map indicates where
parks, trees, and green infrastructure can help mitigate
heat and poor air quality. Areas where heat and poor air
quality are most intense were located by mapping three
indicators, listed below. These indicators were weighted
based on the input of the technical advisory team and
stacked.

1.Heat islands - derived from Landsat land surface

temperature (40%)

2.Lack of tree canopy in urban areas (25%)

3.Poor air quality - from CAPCOG (35%)
